BACKGROUND — Regulatory Development

+ CA State Water Board issued Notification Levels (NLs) and
Response Level (RL) for 2 PFAS (PFOA & PFOS) — July “18:
> PFOA NL > 14 ppt
» PFOS NL > 13 ppt
> PFOA + PFOS RL > 70 ppt

¢ Monitoring is not required, but recommended.
> NL requires notification to governing body & retailers.

+» If possible, State recommends either remove the water
source from service or provide treatment if > RL.

¢ Customer notification is not required, but recommended.

Background - Zone 7 Actions

+ Conducted initial PFAS monitoring & detected some wells >
PFOS NL - Nov ‘18 — Jan ‘19

% Immediately implemented procedures to reduce Mocho well
water to < RL via blending and/or Reverse Osmosis (RO)
membrane filtration — Dec ‘18

+* Notified Zone 7 Board & retailers — Dec ‘18

+* Added initial PFAS findings to Zone 7 website - Mar ‘19

+ Mailed PFAS info to direct customers - Mar ‘19

% Completed 1st quarterly monitoring per State order - Apr ‘19
¢ Presented PFAS info to Zone 7 Board - Apr’19

¢ Track PFAS regulatory & research development - Ongoing




NEW REGULATORY DEVELOPMENTS

++AB 756 signed into Law - Jul ‘19 (eff. Jan 20):

» Requires reporting any PFAS detections in annual consumer
confidence report

» Requires direct notification if the impacted source not taken out of
service or treated < RL

+ State lowered NLs - Aug ‘19:
> PFOA = 14 > 5.1 ppt — 4 wells > NL
» PFOS =13 > 6.5 ppt — 7 wells > NL

+» State to revise RLs in near future

Zone 7 Water Agency provides treated drinking water to four major water retailers,

along with a small number of direct customers, serving more than 240,000 people in
Pleasanton, Livermore, Dublin and the Dougherty Valley area of San Ramon. Zone 7 also
provides untre water to local agricultural users and provides flood protection to
425 square miles of eastern Alameda County. AN water supplied during 2018 met the
regulatory standards set by the state and federal governments and, in almost all cases,
the quality was significantly better than required.
