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PFAS Regulatory Update
On April 10, US EPA established national standards for six per- and 
polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS), including five individual maximum 
contaminant levels (MCLs) and an MCL for a mixture of four PFAS

• Zone 7 has been actively monitoring for PFAS since late 2018 and 
reporting results in the annual Consumer Confidence Report (CCR)

Public water systems must monitor for these PFAS and have three 
years to complete initial monitoring and begin reporting

• Zone 7’s groundwater wells are either taken out of service or 
treated to below the new MCLs before delivery to customers

Public water systems have five years to comply with the new MCLs

State of California has advisory response levels and is in the process of 
developing its own PFAS standards
